The property at 7104 172 BLUFF SPRINGS RD consists of the property described as: TCAD 1D# 0426050106, The
property elevation contours can be seen in the attached map. The property is within the South pressure zone, the SOUTH
BOGQGY drainage basin, Grid G14, G15, H14 and HI1S, and the Service Area of the Austin Water Utility. Wastewater
flows are part of the GOVALLE-SAR WW basin.

The tract appears to be near a 16-inch water line (Project 84-0704) in BLUFF SPRINGS RD, a 12-inch water line in S I1H
35 SVRD NB, and a 24-inch water transmission main (Project 82-0564) in S IH 35 SVRD SB. Water Pressure
